· Library collaboration with first year seminar class (University Scholarship)
· Library Research Modules & their benefits
· Scalable information literacy instruction (basic concepts can be introduced at freshmen level and reinforced later)
· Hands-on research practice tied in to existing annotated bib. assignment
· Asynchronous instruction allows librarians to reach large number of students without need for multiple face-to-face sessions

Technical Specs
· Module topics: Getting Started on Research, Finding Books, Finding Articles, & Finding Quality Web Sites
· Module contents: 10 slide PowerPoint, relevant research guides/handouts, links to online tutorials, 4-5 question assignment (worth 10 points) 
· All content loaded in Blackboard under a “Library Modules” tab
· Librarian has “TA” designation  to add/delete content and access Grade Book

Survey Results
· Survey created in Google Docs (example: http://tiny.cc/librarysurvey557) 
· Response rate low but helpful
· Open ended questions provided valuable responses to aid in revision of modules

Reflections & Lessons Learned
· Common problems include confusing question terminology, copious amounts of grading for librarians, and miscommunication & disconnect with instructors
· Future plans include …
· Clarifying assignment questions & testing modules on library student workers
· More in-depth training for first year instructors
· Subject-specific modules for University Scholarship or lower level discipline courses
